The Minutes of the Annual General Meeting held on 2 8 March
2011 had been approved by the committee and signed. The
Chairman asked for any comments and the Minutes were signed as
correct.

Chairmans Annual Report. Unfortunately Stuart Henderson was
unable to attend the meeting but his Annual Report had already been
circulated to all members.

Gwen Parr thanked all committee members who have made a vast
contribution over the past year especially David Soldinger for all his
work in marketing and publicity, Stuart Henderson for all his hard work
and advice about the NHS, Liz Bartholomew who works in the practice
and looks after the email copies of the Newsletter, Dr. Tim Fooks our
sole supporter, Lesley Ellis for all her hard work in producing the
Newsletter and Mavis Cooper the Secretary.

Annual Accounts. Warwick Dean Taylor, the Treasurer, presented
the annual accounts which were circulated to the meeting. During the
year a donation of £1000 had been made to Pulborough Medical
